Before Taiwanese students came, [ was very worried because I didn’ t know whether I could
talk to foreign people. But Taiwanese students were very kind. They responded to our English. I
was glad to know that I could talk with Taiwanese students in English. I thought it would be hard
for me to make a presentation with Taiwanese students because I had to tell them what I talked
about with Japanese students. It was very difficult for me. Listening to English was difficult, too.
However, we talked many times with each other. We could talk not only about the presentations
but also about school life. We got along well. So, we were able to make a good presentation.

[ felt a sense of accomplishment. Until now, I have talked with only Japanese people in English,
but thanks to WYM, I found foreigners’ English skills are very high. So, I thought I need to study
English more. Also, I thought I should not only study English but also practice speaking more.
When we went to Nihon Fukushi University, I was surprised to see other presentations. Everyone
spoke clearly and with confidence. I noticed something after listening to their presentations.
Most of the foreigners could speak in their own words. On the other hand, most of the Japanese
people spoke like they were reading their lines. So, the way they spoke was different in most of
the presentations.

After the presentations finished, we could interact with university students and foreigners. At
dinnertime and lunchtime, I couldn’ t talk with them much, but I could take pictures and
communicate with Taiwanese students. I had a good time and it was a lot of fun. On the first
day, I participated in making math cards for Cambodian children. It was fun, too. I hope the
problems [ made for the calculation drill will be used in Cambodia. After this, I ate a lot of
snacks from each country.

For
that, I will study English more at school and I want to have better communication skills.

1C SHIMIZU Kureha

I learned that even if we are from different countries, if we have the desire to understand
each other, we can communicate with each other with simple English and gestures. When I
practiced my presentation with Taiwanese students, I realized that my English was not very
good. But I was so glad when I could tell them my opinion well and become friends with them.
After spending two days at NFC, I realized that foreign students were more confident in their
presentations, spoke with confidence, and expressed their opinions more clearly than Japanese
students. After all, it's cool to be confident and express their own opinion, so I want to be like
them. Also, it was a great experience to be able to make the best presentations together across
borders and listen to other teams' wonderful presentations. When [ saw good presentations, I was
moved by the fact that they actually took action on their own and showed what they had
experienced and what they had thought about, which made their presentations unique.

Each group had its own style of expressing and how to show PowerPoint slides, and each group
had its strengths. Also, I was able to think about what we should do to achieve SDGs, and my
interest in it increased. Instead of thinking that it is someone else's problem and not trying to act,
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I thought it was important to take action first. Knowing the importance of English as a foreign
language and knowing that I can communicate with people from different countries and make
friends with them, I was more motivated to study English. This time, I realized that my English
skills are low, so [ want to improve my listening skills and English conversation skills at my
school. From now on, [ want to communicate with more people from other countries before I
graduate. Also, when I talked to people from different countries, I was surprised that things that
are taken for granted in Japan are not so in other countries, and that the way of thinking and
fundamental personalities are different. I think that [ will meet people from many countries in
the future, but I would like to accept and recognize each other's differences.

I think it was a wonderful experience to be able to
participate in an event like World Youth Meeting. Through this event, we worked hard to make
presentations. We sometimes had trouble, cooperated with each other, practiced a lot, and in
the end, made a presentation that we were satisfied with.

1C Sae Tojima

Through WYM, I learned that I can communicate with overseas students with my English. At
first, it took time to tell something to Taiwanese students online because Japanese students
could not understand what they were saying. We didn’ t have enough confidence in our
English. So, we checked our own English with each other every time we talked. It was the
hardest time for me.

But when I spoke face-to-face with Taiwanese students, I thought I could communicate with
them. I was gradually getting used to speaking English and sometimes [ had a moment I felt I
could speak English fluently. As time went by such a feeling increased and I got confidence. I
could talk with Philippine students whom I met in NFC.

Preparation for the presentation took us a lot of time. We felt frustrated many times. But we set
a goal to practice hard to get an award, so we worked hard to achieve that goal.

However, one day we almost gave up because the script we had made had to be changed
completely after we discussed it with Taiwanese students. What’ s worse, it was a difficult topic
that we had never thought about. But we soon started again and finally, we made a good script.
Since Taiwanese students came to Japan, we practiced very hard. It was difficult for me to
explain how to move in the presentation. We tried hard to make it perfect and our relationship
became deeper and deeper.

When we finally completed the presentation, we were sure that we could get a good prize
because we made it to the level that no one could reach. However, the results were not what we
had expected. But we smiled the whole time. We were filled with a sense of accomplishment.
Looking at other groups' presentations, I could see that everyone who gave good presentations
looked confident and practiced a lot. There were a lot of words I didn't understand, so
sometimes I couldn't understand the content. At that time, I tried to understand by connecting
the words I could hear with pictures on PowerPoint slides.

Through my experience there, I found my future challenges. The first is to use English more
every day. By doing so, I think I can speak English fluently because I don’ t have to translate
Japanese into English before I speak. The second is to have a solid discussion. At the beginning
of WYM, there were times when I didn't say anything because I was too lazy to think about it.
However, as I continued discussions, I came to speak more and more, and my activities changed
for the better. Now I think that the process was not a waste because it was a very fulfilling and
enjoyable time. I want to make use of the experience I gained and the work on the issues I
discovered in this activity to make great progress.
